Greenways: an asset for accessible tourism



Greenways design have to
optimize its accessibility
allowing access by all types
of users, including mobility
impaired people



Design  greenways for people with disabilities means to
include facilities and services for most of  the population



Tactile information panels, materials of different textures
to guide persons with impaired vision

It’s easy to reserve parking
space for mobility  impaired
visitors



…or bicycles for impaired people



For some people with disability (also including elderly,
children…) greenways represent the only way of getting exercise or
visiting the great outdoors by themselves

Current demand and forecasting – Key findings

1. As of 2011, there were 138.6 million people with access needs
in the EU, of which 35.9% were people with disabilities aged 15-64,
and 64.1% were the elderly population aged 65 or above.

2. Among the EU27 countries, UK, France, Germany, Italy and
Spain are countries with the largest population of people with
access needs, all above 10 million.

3. In 2012, people with access needs in the EU took
approximately 783 million trips within the EU, and the demand
is anticipated to grow to about 862 million trips per year by
2020, equivalent to an average growth rate of 1.2% annually.
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The economic contribution of
Accessible Tourism will be amplified
by a similar scale if the travel
companion effect is taken into
account.

On average, people with access
needs in the EU travel with
about 1.9 companions; people with
disabilities tend to travel with more
companions than the elderly
population (2.2 and 1.6).

Travel companions – Key findings



Under scenarios of minimum, medium and extensive
improvements, the tourism demand could potentially increase
against the current level by 24.2%, 33.2% and 43.6%,
respectively.

• The current tourism demand in 2012  generated €786 billion
of gross turnover and €394 billion of GDP, equivalent to
about 2.75% of the total EU27 GDP, and 8.7 million persons of
employment within the EU, considering direct, indirect and
induced contributions.

• The EU economy could benefit from further contribution
under scenarios of minimum, medium and extensive
improvements by about 18%, 25% and 36% against the current
level, respectively.

ACCESSIBLE TOURISM ON EUROPEAN GREENWAYS

Saône-et-Loire Greenways

• The first French department which had an operational
greenway (Cluny – Givry)

• Nowadays, it is a wide network of accessible greenways

• It was awarded with the “Tourisme et Handicaps” label for
implanting accesible facilities (2007, 2012)

• They organise activities to promote accesibility and a tourism
for all

• They launched an enhancement plan to solve problems in the
greenways (2007)

• They offer guides with information for disabled people and all
kind of users

• They provide adaptative bikes, accessible facilities…

ACCESSIBLE TOURISM ON EUROPEAN GREENWAYS

Terra Alta Greenway

• A Tourism Plan was launched to make this greenway accessible
for all users (2010)

• The plan included brochures and guides to promote the project

• The track was bordered by 12 cm high kerbs to act as guides for
the visually impaired

• They recieved an award from the regional tourism agency for
their labour

Spanish Railways foundation

Since its creation in 1993, the Spanish Greenways programme has been
in the forefront of the promotion of universal accessibility standards

SOME CONCLUSIONS

€ Accessible tourism in Europe It is a very
important niche market and there are clear
business opportunities linked to this growing
demand.

€ They are already available thousands of km of
greenways in Europe, car-free, safe and
accessible, very suitable for people with special
needs, including cyclists.

€ Furthermore there are much more potential km
that can be developed as these accessible routes.



SOME CONCLUSIONS
€ Ensure accessibility  in greenways allows people with

disabilities to enjoy nature with autonomy.

€ Greenways managers and stakeholders must improve
the infrastructures, equipments and services to ensure
tourism for all.

€ The Chain of the accessibility is key to generate
accessible tourism product in European greenways.

€ Accessible tourism represent an add value for tourism
sector in general.
